DRIVING DIRECTIONS FROM THE HARBOUR TO MAISON DE BAS VILLA

At the roundabout (Mast in the centre) take the third exit and join the road along the seafront heading north. RBS (Royal Bank of Scotland International Headquarters) on your left.

Stay in the right hand lane and at the traffic lights continue straight.

Mini-roundabout (Red Lion on your left) continue straight on.

After zebra crossing, stay to the left and at the Y junction take the left-hand road, sign-posted “L’Ancresse (L’Islet)”. 

Straight on at the traffic lights (Fontaine Inn on your right)

Straight on at the crossroads (pedestrian crossing)

Straight on at the traffic lights (Crossways Centre building on your right)

Take the first left turn  - 0.3 of a mile - (sign-posted L’Islet) 

Bear right to keep on the main road for 0.5 of a mile to the staggered crossroads.

Straight across (signposted Les Martins and Les Passee) 

Follow the road for 0.7 of a mile.

As you turn the corner you will see a pink coloured house on your right. 

The entrance to Maison de Bas Villa is on the left immediately opposite the Pink House and just before the Yellow Arrow on the road. 

I think my directions are clear but I also have to draw your attention to the fact that I have had a problem my with some of my arriving guests going into my neighbour’s property (as their house has a very similar name and our entrances are side by side) rather than coming to me. 

Please make sure you come to me at Maison de Bas VILLA.  My next-door neighbour’s property has a high granite wall and their drive has heavy wooden gates – Maison de Bas VILLA's entrance has the house name on one side of the driveway and a green Bed and Breakfast sign on the other side of my low granite wall - and there are no gates. (I apologise for labouring this point.)

HINTS FOR DRIVING IN GUERNSEY

Visitors to Guernsey can find driving in Guernsey slightly challenging compared with driving in the rest of Europe: there are few sign-posts or road signs – the main complaint from visiting drivers; most of the roads are narrow; virtually all are single lane (one lane in each direction), and in rural areas, the lanes are so narrow that only one car can drive down at a time.  

But when you are on holiday you are rarely in a rush, and “getting lost” for a little while is part of the fun. If you do get totally lost; please stop and ask for assistance. Guernsey folk are well used to misplaced visitors and love helping them get back on track.

On narrow lanes, be prepared to reverse your car and tuck it into a drive-way or passing place. Guernsey resident drivers, will mostly oblige and reverse when they see (from your non-local Registration Plate or hire car “H” badge) that you are a visitor. You are likely to meet pedestrians and horse-riders in narrow lanes; please give them priority.

The maximum speed limit is 35 miles per hour, and in built up areas and near schools, the limit drops to 25 miles per hour.  There are also 25mph limits on the coast near popular west coast beaches: Rocquaine, Cobo and Vazon. In the very narrowest of rural lanes the speed limit is 15 mph.

Yellow Arrow/Yellow Line/Give Way

A Yellow Arrow on the road denotes that you are approaching a Yellow Line.  A Yellow Line is a Give Way Sign and you must give way to approaching traffic.  On some roads the Yellow Line has been replaced by, the internationally recognised, broken white lines to denote Give Way.

Filter In Turn

At many junctions you will see a yellow grid painted in the road, and a triangular "Filter" sign.  This is the "filter in turn" system, which works very well when properly used.  All directions have equal priority.  Cars "filter" through the junction in turn.  You must not enter the junction unless your exit is clear.

 

Parking

Parking is free on Guernsey, however there is a system of  "Disc Parking Zones" in and around St Peter Port and St Sampson, and wherever you see the blue signs: "Disc Zone".  The length of time you are permitted to stay in the area is indicated on the blue sign and will range from half an hour up to 23 hours.  In St Peter Port, the two piers closest to the Town centre: the Crown Pier and Albert Pier are both 2hr zones.  The North Beach parking area has 3 different zoned areas: 2hrs closest to Town, then 3hrs and 10hrs farther back.  Do check the blue signs to ascertain the amount of time you have.  Parking wardens regularly checks all areas in St Peter Port and St Sampson.  

The actual St Peter Port town centre: High Street, Smith Street and Le Pollet are pedestrian areas and only commercial vehicles or those with a permit are allowed to drive along these streets.

You must set your parking clock (24-hour) to the time you park the car and MUST remove your car before the permitted amount of time has expired.  Failure to do so could result in a GBP30.00 fine.  You are not permitted to re-park your car in the same area  - or return to your car and re-set your parking clock; both these offences will also result in a fine.

You can purchase a "parking clock" from the Tourist Information Centre in St Peter Port, most garages around the Island, also from the Police Station in St Peter Port.  Parking clocks cost £2.25.   If you have rented a car, the rental company will provide a clock.
